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These are casual, everyday scenes. These are not tourist
spots or places where local events are held, but places where
people interact, live and work. Before the disaster, those
“nothing of importance” scenes were not often recorded.
However, one person recorded the scenes of coastal areas,
vanishing due to the land-readjustment project, while another
person took photos of many towns as he was going around
Tohoku for his business trips.

Those series of photos that came out of private recording
activities have potential to go beyond being simple recordings
of everyday scenes, to constitute memories of the life and

culture of the areas before the disaster.
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
