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Nowadays, taking video has, at least technically, become
accessible to anybody, as our everyday devices such as
mobile phones are capable of recording videos easily.
However, psychologically, it is still not at all easy to aim a
video camera at somebody and press the “record” button.
The broadcasting station “recorder311 TV” has enabled
people to talk and disseminate via internet their respective
experiences of the disaster and support activities, in their
own words without having to hold a camera.

So far, apart from previously mentioned “Tsurechan Yureyure
311" and “Real Voices of Reconstruction”, regular program
“Disabled People’s Graffiti”, in which people with disabilities
and those who support them talk about their disaster
experiences, among others, have been broadcast and

archived, as well as records of symposiums.
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
